 MACROBUTTON copyNPaste Kirsty Williams (Brecon and Radnorshire):  Will the Minister make a statement regarding the date by which Powys Local Health Board must submit their application for financing under the ‘Doing More, Doing Better’ proposals. (WAQ48092)

Brian Gibbons: The proposals contained in “Doing More Doing Better” are the Powys LHB’s strategic plans for delivering health services to the residents of Powys. The proposals were the subject of public consultation from April to June 2006 and the LHB Board agreed at its meeting on 27 September 2006 to develop a plan to implement the proposals. Further public consultation is likely to be required on the specific details of the implementation plan depending on the level service change proposed.

It is unclear at this point in time what capital requirements the LHB may require in order to implement their plans. Any application for financial assistance to the Assembly would need to be subject to full scrutiny and approval in line with the all-Wales NHS capital investments requirements. At this point in time therefore it is not possible to specify a date by which any application for financing will be made.
